At peak times, 3G networks can barely handle the traffic surge as users scramble for high-speed,
data-guzzling mobile applications. Ironically, most of that traffic is accessing Internet content on
other providers’ servers, while the carriers are simply bearing the traffic burden, forcing them to
invest ever greater amounts of money to ease bottlenecks in the infrastructure for no greater

returns.

Mobile operators are looking for any way to maximize the amount of traffic their networks can
support for the smallest investment. What more can be done to improve the infrastructure? The
flexibility and low CAPEX of microwave backhaul is already making inroads, even in the USA where
so much wireline is already in place. And how about Data Offload? It's at the heart of fixed/mobile
convergence technologies — such as femtocells and dual-mode WiFi — which take voice and data

traffic off the radio access network and transmit it to the core via broadband links.

In this session, we will discuss the several bottleneck points in the network and full panorama of

solutions that mobile operators are leveraging to alleviate the problem.

Virtualization promises new levels of automation for IT systems, but it runs on a network needing a
lot of manual tinkering — like 70s era management practices. The network automation business had
done a poor job of automating itself, and the gap is growing between increasing intervention de-
mands — more IP addresses, more change, more new initiatives — and policies and practices that
have been around for decades. Flexibility means complexity, and resulting loss of control.

Cloud computing promises immense benefits for the enterprise, but if it is to prove reliable, man-
ageable and secure the infrastructure will need greater intelligence, agility and automation. Can we
rely on plug in devices to upgrade existing networks, or should we build intelligence into the network

from the ground up?

With ever more devices (and kinds of devices) connecting to networks these questions become

critical to the future of our IT economy. Can our panel agree on the best way forward?

Conference Debate Session Ill—Cybersecurity —isi  tjustan IT issue?
"IT Security? | leave it to the tech guys!” Famous last words — because cybersecurity is everyone’s
responsibility from the office cleaner to the CEO. And yet a large proportion of employees think it's all the

responsibility of the IT department.

It's a broad culture shift that's needed, because so often the internal threat is just as great as the external
threat. Ultimately it is everyone’s responsibility — from the individual user, the cloud provider, to the
government — to take preventative measures and ways to detect or pre-empt attacks. It comes down to

best practice as much as technical know how.

Cloud computing, however, removes many of the physical control points for protecting sensitive data. Here
we do need additional skills to safeguard data. Security fears are holding back the acceptance of cloud
computing for the enterprise but, handled intelligently, the right data-centric security measure become an

enabler.

How can we best bridge these two approaches? Tightening the cloud without giving the user an excuse to

cop-out?

Conference Debate Session IV—See me, hear me, touc h me — will unified communications

satisfy the business user?

Let's face it, it hardly makes economic sense for your senior executives to spend so much time flying to
business meetings around the world, let alone the environmental damage. On the other hand we all claim

that "people are our greatest asset”, and real people really do need to network in the flesh.

Yes, videoconferencing can deliver decisions at far less cost, but what can it do to really pull the team
together with partners and potential clients? Maybe we should reconsider the basic human need before the
available technology drives us down the wrong route. High definition video is mighty impressive, but isn’t
the bandwidth better spent on really clear voice communication to ensure that we really understand what is

being agreed?

There’s a strong case for getting the whole communications business tidied up. Maybe simple elements
properly integrated fit the business need better than some bandwidth gobbling telepresence solution?
Unified Communications promises to do this by integrating real time communications (instant messaging,
voice, video, speech recognition and presencing) together with non-real time services such as fax, e-mail,

voice-mail and SMS.

A balance must be found between immediacy, clarity and cost-effectiveness, and traditional video
architectures simply cannot deliver it, while newer systems designed specifically for the Internet may
provide a solution, and new applications to enhance mobile video experience may further reinforce it.
We've brought together key speakers from the fields of video, voice and unified communications to discuss

these challenges and suggest optimal solutions.

Scalability is the buzz word for today, when there’s no economic argument for a slack fit with extra
resources to spare. It's common wisdom that scalability is vital for any cloud-ready enterprise capable of
handling today’s applications — what's less understood is that not all applications are capable of scaling by

default.

If applications are to scale effectively, the right fit between business model and network architecture must
be decided upon and built in from day one — and that makes it a key component of datacentre planning,

along with thorough pre-testing before launch.

This debate will examine how to implement a more elastic and efficient infrastructure to deliver services at
unmatched scale while minimizing total cost of ownership. How much can be designed into the network
fabric, and how much can simply be plugged in as needed? Do we need to test a network if it really has
been designed correctly? How far can the right network fabric reduce complexity without reducing

flexibility.

Yes, the ideal of the simple, agile and intelligent infrastructure is appealing, but how long would it
stay that way before business and technology moved on and bits had to be added? So why not

just continue the way we have always done?

There are a lot of new add-on boxes out there offering network acceleration, optimization and
management, and the good thing about add-ons is that you can replace them when you want to.

This is surely the comfortable way to do business?

Today we go head to head — boxes versus built-in intelligence. And the team includes people

who use enterprise networks — whose side are they on when it comes to everyday practice?

Conference Debate Session VII—40Gh or 100Gb —what' s in it for the enterprise?

With the 100GigE standards ratification in summer 2010 equipment vendors have been lining up
their wares. With the recession clamping down on carrier spending, cost becomes a critical issue,
and it is sales to the larger enterprise market that will bring down the cost. So where does the

future lie?

CIR’s reported last year that huge companies like Google and Amazon already have a
"desperate need" for 100Gb connections and that early adoption of the costly new technology
would not be held back by the current economic climate. But for most enterprises the real
question is: how much more does 40Gb cost than four times 10GB? Or 100Gb compared with
ten times 10Gb? With mass adoption bringing the cost of 10Gb tumbling down, that break point is

receding fast.

Cisco’s latest edge routers offer sixteen 10GigE ports which, allowing for the aggregation loss,
will deliver 100Gb levels. According to Eve Griliches, IDC analyst, “100 GigE is a sexy thing to
announce, but 16 by 10 GigE is a far more practical application”. True, but the power usage is

higher than 100GigE, so what are your priorities?

There’s no clear answer yet, so we ask a leading analyst to update us on the latest
developments, and how he sees the situation developing. Then he introduces the vendors team

to see who has the most persuasive argument.
